Rules

e We will be following the CDC guidelines of properly wearing a mask and keeping social distance from other
groups.

e Adults MUST be present when children are riding on floats. Children MUST remain seated at all times.

e Drivers of motorized vehicles MUST be 18 years old or older, have a valid driver’s license and proper insurance.

e Please keep watch to prevent openings from forming in the parade.

e Equestrian and animal units should provide their own accompanying clean-up personnel.

e All parade participants are requested to conduct themselves in such a manner as not to infringe on the rights of
those people living in and along the staging and disbanding areas as well as the parade route.
