The social fabric of the Bunch] Hills area was heavilg
influenced by Oberlin College Congregationalists,
who practiced racial and gender equality. Emphasis
was on having caring relationships with neighbors, land
ownership, and schools/ churches available to every-~
one. Some of Michigan's first integrated schools and
churches were in this area. Almost all schools were inte~
8ratec1 (see above Nostrant School stuclents), three ad~
ditional integrated Schools were located, within 2
miles. Church services were held in various locations, an
integrated church from the 1860s is still active 4 miles

to west of here. Interracial marriages were common

here, 130+ years before most of the USA.
